Tract 1 SIDE 1

He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he
that believeth not is condemned already, because
he hath not believed in the name of the only
begotten Son of God.

Scripture promises salvation to all those that
believe in Jesus Christ, and salvation cannot be
lost or taken away.

1 John 5:10-13 He that believeth on the Son of
God hath the witness in himself: he that believeth
not God hath made him a liar; because he
believeth not the record that God gave of his Son.
And this is the record, that God hath given to us
eternal life, and this life is in his Son. He that hath
the Son hath life; and he that hath not the Son of
God hath not life. These things have I written unto
you that believe on the name of the Son of God;
that ye may know that ye have eternal life, and that
ye may believe on the name of the Son of God.

John 10:28 And ! give unto them eternal life; and
they shall never perish, neither shall any man
pluck them out of my hand.

All that’s left is for you to choose. All you must do
is accept Jesus Christ as your saviour and repent
of your sins and you will be saved. That's it.
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Tract 1 SIDE 2

The Gospel is the salvation of God who is the Lord
Jesus Christ. This is the story of Christ and how
He, as the Lamb of God, was sacrificed for the sin
of all mankind.

1 Peter 1:18-21 Forasmuch as ye know that ye
were not redeemed with corruptible things, as
silver and gold, from your vain conversation
received by tradition from your fathers; But with the
precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without
blemish and without spot: Who verily was
foreordained before the foundation of the world,
but was manifest in these last times for you, Who
by him do believe in God, that raised him up from
the dead, and gave him glory; that your faith and
hope might be in God.

He was sent to us - Philippians 2:8 And being
found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself,
and became obedient unto death, even the death
of the cross.

He died on the cross for your sins because sin
demands the penalty of death - Romans 3:23 For
all have sinned, and come short of the glory of
God; Romans 6:23 For the wages of sin is death;
but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus
Christ our Lord.

But this death penalty was paid for by Jesus in His
work on the Cross, and all that is left is your
turning to Him and accepting Him as Saviour.

Acts 3:19 Repent ye therefore, and be converted,
that your sins may be blotted out, when the times
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of refreshing shall come from the presence of the
Lord;

Nothing of ourselves is needed, necessary, or
capable of attaining salvation. Our works, our
deeds, our abilities are not worthy enough or good
enough. Ephesians 2:8-9 For by grace are ye
saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is
the gift of God: Not of works, lest any man should
boast.

Isaiah 64:6 But we are all as an unclean thing,
and all our righteousnesses are as filthy rags; and
we all do fade as a leaf; and our iniquities, like the
wind, have taken us away.

Our righteousnesses and works are as filthy rags
in comparison to Christ's. We must repent and turn
from everything of ourselves and completely
accept the Lord Jesus, and He WILL forgive us
and cleanse us and save us. This is a promise of
Christ; all sin will be forgiven and eternal life and
salvation will be given. - 1 John 1:8-9 If we say
that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and
the truth is not in us. If we confess our sins, he is
faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to
cleanse us from all unrighteousness.

John 3:15-18 That whosoever believeth in him
should not perish, but have eternal life. For God so
loved the world, that he gave his only begotten
Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not
perish, but have everlasting life. For God sent not
his Son into the world to condemn the world; but
that the world through him might be saved.
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I and my Father are one. (He says this again in 1
John 5:7 For there are three that bear record in
heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost:
and these three are one.)

Isaiah 9:6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a
son is given: and the government shall be upon his
shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful,
Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting
Father, The Prince of Peace.

The Bible itself is very clear, Jesus is God.

Acts 20:28 Take heed therefore unto yourselves,
and to all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost
hath made you overseers, to feed the church of
God, which he hath purchased with his own blood.

The only thing left is to make a choice, do you
believe that Jesus is God? Do you believe the
Gospel of Jesus Christ?

1 John 5:20 And we know that the Son of God is
come, and hath given us an understanding, that
we may know him that is true, and we are in him
that is true, even in his Son Jesus Christ. This is
the true God, and eternal life.
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Tract 2 SIDE 2

Using only the Bible you can easily prove beyond
any doubt that Jesus Christ Himself is the Mighty
God.

Pay attention to the specific wording of the related
verses, because God repeats certain things
throughout scripture for a reason.

2 Timothy 3:16 All scripture is given by inspiration
of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof,
for correction, for instruction in righteousness:

2 Peter 1:20 Knowing this first, that no prophecy of
the scripture is of any private interpretation.

With that said, here's Biblical proof through just a
few verses showing the absolute deity of the
Mighty God the Lord Jesus Christ.

Philippians 2:10-11 That at the name of Jesus
every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and
things in earth, and things under the earth; And
that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ
is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

Romans 14:11 For it is written, As I live, saith the
Lord, every knee shall bow to me, and every
tongue shall confess to God. (Please re-read
Philippians 2:10-11 and then Romans 14:11 again)

Isaiah 45:22-23 Look unto me, and be ye saved,
all the ends of the earth: for | am God, and there is
none else. | have sworn by myself, the word is
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gone out of my mouth in righteousness, and shall
not return, That unto me every knee shall bow,
every tongue shall swear.

John 1:1-2 In the beginning was the Word, and
the Word was with God, and the Word was God.
The same was in the beginning with God.

John 1:14 And the Word was made flesh, and
dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the
glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of
grace and truth.

1 John 5:7 For there are three that bear record in
heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost:
and these three are one.

John 8:58 Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, |
say unto you, Before Abraham was, | am.

- Additional passages -

John 10:25-30 Jesus answered them, | told you,
and ye believed not: the works that | do in my
Father's name, they bear witness of me. But ye
believe not, because ye are not of my sheep, as |
said unto you. My sheep hear my voice, and |
know them, and they follow me: And | give unto
them eternal life; and they shall never perish,
neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.
My Father, which gave them me, is greater than
all; and no man is able to pluck them out of my
Father's hand.
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
